A good risk assessment will include:

EMPLOYERS HEALTH AND

Avoid manual handling wherever 
possible, eg by using hoists or other 
equipment.

Details of the client’s height, weight 
and abilities.

The minimum number of staff 
needed for each task.

Have an overall policy for risk 
management and how this should fit 
in to each care plan.

Supply assistive devices, such as 
hoists, wheelchairs and walking/
standing aids, and maintain them 
properly.

Assess the risks and reduce them as 
far as is reasonably practicable.

Recommended ways of moving 
clients for each individual transfer 
(chair to bed, bed to chair, chair to 
bath, bath to chair etc).

Transfer arrangements for both day 
and night-time care.

Provide carers with adequate 
training in safer handling techniques, 
use of equipment and provide 
regular refresher training.
